Topic Overview

Spoken Language: The children will be 
rehearsing key events before they write.

Science:  The children will be learning 
about what plants need to grow strong 
and healthy.

PE: The children will be learning about 
striking and fielding skills.

They will be using 
their skills of cutting and blending to make 
a delicious home- made soup.
